While it is common knowl-
edge that RHA is based on a
concept quite successful in
the west, little is known about
the program that inspired the
founders- Re-Food.
Launched in Lisbon, Portugal
in 2011 by American- Hunter
Halder, this program aims at
ending hunger
and food wast-
age, addressing
two critical con-
cerns of man-
kind simultane-
ously. It has
approximately
750 volunteers
across  Lisbon
who collect food from more
than 300 outlets; repackage
and distribute it daily to
around 1000 hungry people,

at no cost.

Hunter targets every single
scrap of excess food pre-
pared in the local neighbor-
hood by going to ca-

fes, restaurants and grocery
stores every single day they
are open. “The food is there
for the taking. The volunteers

are hungry to help. The com-
munity has all of the re-
sources needed. But the true
driver is that people want to
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bring these benefits to their
own neighbourhoods.”
Learning from this endeavor,
RHA was started in India in
September 2014 in order to
address the paucity of food
and poverty crisis faced by
the sub-continent in general.
As a result of the sincerity of
efforts made by
the RHA team, the
Bl operations of RHA
have spread at an
encouraging pace
in 17 cities across
India and Paki-
stan. Our vision is
to ensure that not
a single morsel of
food is wasted and not a sin-
gle person goes to bed on
an empty stomach.

“What started off as a pure weekend exer-
cise has now become a way of life. RHA has
made me rich in experiences. Who would've
thought that I would meet some of the

most inspiring individuals under the flyover
that T cross everyday! *
